Admission Process

The academic seszion heging in April of each year and
contirmes till March of the following wear. While
admizgions are ongoing throughout the year, most seats
aretakenby Marchforthefollowing session.

Students are admittedfrom 2.5 years of age.

Cur entry ages are:

» Playway : 2.5 to 3 years
Nursery:3 +
Lower KG: 4 to 5 years
Upper KG: 5 to 6 years
Primary Grade 1 : 6 to 7 years
Primary Grade 2 : 7 to 8 years
Primary Grade 3 : 8to 9 years
Primary Grade 4 : 9to 10 years
Primary Grade 5 : 10 + years

We always tryvto ensurethat children are placed inaage-
appropriate group, though there iz always some
flexibility in placement depending on a child's lewel of
dewvelopment, matur ity and academic abilities. Children
in Primary 1to 5 are unlikely to be ‘accelerated’ due to
the importance of establishing a firm educational
foundation for the future. Thiz would only normally
happen in wery exceptional circumstances and only in
theinterestz of the child,

Duringthe Admission on process, Parents may visit the
school for atour along with their children. Theycan also
interact with the Academic staff during the scheduled
wigif,

Upon registration and registration fee payment, your
child will be inwited toundertake placement ftest and an
interwview [this normally takes approzimately 3 hours].
Placement test are for students aimingto enter Frimary
1and abowve,
